Community Service Requirement Explanation to Questions

School problem/concern to be addressed

This step defines the parameters of all volunteer work.  Students might investigate problems such as care of the elderly, disabled/handicapped and children; alleviating hunger and homelessness; environment preservation; dropout prevention and illiteracy.  By selecting a significant problem with many avenues for personal involvement, students help insure the plan can encompass volunteer work for several community agencies.

Reason for choosing this problem

Here students identify the personal significance of the problem and the reasons for their selection.  Community experiences provide students with an opportunity to discover that they can play an active part in the democratic society in which we live.

Plan for addressing this social problem/concern

In this step, students describe how they feel they will address the problem they have identified.  They do not have to solve the problem, they simply must alleviate it.

How does the community service fit into this plan?

Students here detail how the role their volunteer work will play in addressing the problem.  The relationship of community service and the problem itself is identified.

Name of Agency (or agencies) where community service is to be performed.

A list of the agency (or agencies) for which the service is to be performed is placed here.  Students should consider several agencies so that if a problem with one agency arises, the identified problem may still be addressed; community agencies and religious organizations have established networks that can assist students in finding several opportunities.

Types of service(s) to be performed

Students list the activities in which they will actually participate, i.e., beach clean-up work, tutoring, and beautification efforts.

Method of evaluation of project
This section’s intent is to encourage students to reflect upon the service experience itself.  Here students consider the success  of their plan, the differences they have made in their community and life along learning skills of planned organization, collaboration and leadership they have acquired.  Evaluation methods might include a presentation given to a group of classmates, a personal response essay or a journal.  The focus is on student reflection on the community service experience and its personal impact rather than on a description of the volunteer work itself.
